The first thing you need to do exanine your machine. Open the door and check the
locution of the hopper. The arm kjt takes up about an inch of space on the inside of
the right hand sidc wall of the slof machine. You will have to remove the hopper to da
the installation but there must be ¢nough clearance for you to replace the hopper once
the arm Kit has been installed.

Remove the hopper. Sometimes there is a small screw installed in front of the hopper
to prevent it from moving during shipping. If this screw is present, remove it first.
Many have a wiring harness attached o the hopper. Look for the white plastic end. It
will be either attached to the hopper or it may be attached in the arca near the on/off
switch. ‘Lhere is a small tab on thg white plastic end that you depress with your thumb)
and slide the white plastic assembly off. Next slide the hopper straight out and set it
asidc. On some machines you can|simply depress the white plastic tab marked (Push)
on the front of the hopper and pull the hopper out.

Some Japanese slot machines have a tranformer that was installed to allow your slot
machine to operate on 110 volt house current. Sometimes these transformers arc
mounted beside the hopper either pn the bottom or right hand inner wall of the slot
machine. It may have to be moved il il interferes with the mounting of the arm kit,
The transformer is held on by 2 screws and there should be sufficicnt wire attached to
it S0 you cun mount it up on the side or back wall of the slot machine out of the way

after your arm has been installed. [Now check the inside right wall of the slot maching

to sec if there is anything else that may nced to be moved or removed before you stact
the installation. The inner right wdll should pow be lat and free of obstructions.
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
